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Scientific Advisory Committee Review

The Scientific Advisory Committee (SAC) reviews applications requesting GCRC services to prioritize the allocation of the resources used to support clinical investigation and to assist investigators in designing the best study possible.  The intention of the review is to position investigators for data collection/analysis that leads to scientific publications and/or supports successful future applications for external peer-reviewed funding.  SAC delegates the review of applications that have already undergone external review on the national level to the Administrative Leadership Group of the CCRC.  All other applications are reviewed by SAC.

The eight-member SAC provides rigorous scientific review similar to that received by grant applications to the NIH.  Reviewers pay particular attention to:

· Clarity of the proposal,

· Hypothesis clarity and testability, and

· Study population description, inclusion and exclusion criteria and selection rationale that support the hypothesis.

To ensure comprehensive review, SAC requires:

· Explanation of the background, significance and expected impact of the proposal in the context of work already performed,

· Planned research procedures and tests, and

· Description of planned statistical analyses with sample size calculation relative to the primary endpoint.
